Main Duties and Responsibilities

e Emptying and cleaning bins

e Replenishing janitorial supplies in toilets

e Checking and closing windows, switching off lights after work

e Identify issues of concerns and refer to appropriate person in school

policies and procedures

e Undertake annual cleaning activities as instructed by Janitor/Site Manager
